We would like to thank Deb Hoadley for her service on the SRP Committee.  She left in December to take a library directorship in MA.  We would also like to welcome two new members to the committee: Amy Lappin, who coordinated the materials orders this year, and Stephanie Piro, who is also our "G'Day for Reading" artist.  

SRP 2008: The materials orders were packed on Friday, March 7 and sent out on the van during the following week or so.  If you haven't received your order, please let me know.

The NHLA Board last met on Tuesday, March 18th.  

The treasurer reported that NHLA’s current balance is a little over $160,000.  The only concern is that FDICA only covers 100,000 of that amount.  The possibility of moving some of that balance to CD’s will be researched and options will be presented to the board at the next meeting.

The Spring Conference will be on Wednesday, May 21and Thursday, May 22 at the Grappone Center in Concord, and the information is on the website.

Last fall, NHLA received a payment of a little more than $20,000 as the result of a Compact Disc Litigation Settlement.  According to the settlement, that money was to be used to support music programming for children and families.  At the December Board Meeting a committee was formed to make recommendations for the dispersal of those funds.  The committee requested that $3000 be allocated to Kids Books and the Arts to offset the loss of funding from the State Council on the Arts, with the understanding that it would only be used to support musical performances.   The Board was very receptive, and voted to increase the amount to $4000.  

Steve Butzell has undertaken the creation of an IT section.  There has been one meeting so far, which was attended by about 20 people interested in being involved with this section.  Topics to be determined are purpose and structure, and by-laws need to be written.  The next meeting will be in April.  

There was a discussion of the moving toward a completely paperless newsletter.

 Topics touched on in the were the timeliness/datedness of information in the print format, as well as the challenges faced by libraries which, because of location or budget, do not have the technology to support a paperless newsletter.  There will be further discussion at future meetings.

The next meeting will be at the Conference, at 9:00 am on Wednesday, May 21.

Due to state budget cuts, the state library is being asked to cut $100, 000 from the current year's fiscal budget and more from next year's budget  The book budget has been frozen,  so the state library will not be buying books from January 2008 to July 2009.  We may also not be able to buy journals or newspapers during that time as well.  I don't know what other cuts are in the works, but the Ebsco databases, the van service and other LSTA-funded projects are intact.

The Vendor Demo Day, scheduled for April 1 at the Holiday Inn in Concord, has reached capacity.  There is a waiting list.  If you have any questions, please contact Diana Degen or Bobbi Slossar.
